2    Router Template requires use of a 5/8” 
      diameter collar and a 1/2” bit.

• For inswing applications, the 
trim cap is to the exterior side

• For outswing applications, the 
trim cap is to the interior side

• Peel tape backing to secure 
astragal to passive door

• Before pressing tape in place, 
ensure the top of the astragal is 
flush with top of door

Using a Phillips head screw driver, remove and discard 
the two screws from the back of the astragal, which 
hold the deadbolt actuator in position during shipping.
Discard the shipping clip and screws.

• Evaluate deadbolt actuator position

• Actuator score mark should be positioned at deadbolt 
centerline location

• If actuator score line is in line with panel deadbolt bore center, 
skip to step 13 

• If actuator score line is within 1/4” of panel deadbolt bore center, 
follow steps 10-14

• If actuator score line is more than 1/4” from panel 
deadbolt bore center, follow steps 15-21
